# 01   Building Better Borders
Have the borders of your quilts become a predictable afterthought? We will look at ways to design a multi-fabric border to enhance your quilt. Learn how to arrange colors and fabrics to create a color shifting border that transitions from color to color and back again. # 03  Party on the Block  

Join the party and watch this fast and easy block shape itself into a very detailed and interesting quilt.  Select two to four colors of fabric, batiks, scraps, darks and lights, or any of those fat quarter bundles that have been sitting on your shelves looking for a home. Scrappy quilts are good, but the design in this pattern does not “pop” the way it does with fewer color families. In addition to borders you will be sewing with just 2 ½” strips which makes cutting go fast and easily. By the time you are ready to head home you can have a quilt that is well on its way to being finished.

# 10    Lone Star Quilt
Honest! You can piece this beautiful 35” block in one day! Choose a color palette, pre-cut your strips and come ready to sew for a quick and not too challenging design. The eight star points are 9 patch units quick-pieced with strips. Your ruler and rotary cutter do all the work. While this is not recommended for absolute beginners, if you are comfortable with your sewing machine and can get a consistent ¼” seam, this class is very doable. I teach two different methods for setting the corner squares and triangles - one uses set-in seams, the other splits them for ease of construction. Lots of tips and sewing techniques are learned!

# 11  Washington Puzzle    
The Washington Puzzle is an old block traditionally sewn using odd shaped templates. But it really is a simple but skewed 9-patch It can be sewn just like one with no specialty rulers, no templates and no bias edges (which those rulers create, plus a lot of wasted fabric). Start with stacks of 10 ½” squares and make only four cuts. Every block turns out the same size, all outside edges are on the straight grain and sewing both sets of stacks will create a quilt with blocks that tilt back and forth. This is not your standard stack and whack and is so much fun, you’ll want to make another one!

# 12    Coffee Filter Fan
Yes, you read that right! We will use large size, round coffee filters as our foundation paper to piece these eye-popping fans. While any circle will do, a coffee filter is a convenient and sturdy circle that can be cut into four quarter circles. No need for a compass, pre-printed patterns, or special computer software programs. Just a pencil, ruler and coffee filter and you’re on your way to a show-stopping quilt. 
Bring all those leftover 2 ½” strips of batiks you’ve been saving!
I supply the coffee filters and basic instructions.

# 13    Conquering Curves 
Handle curves and circles fearlessly! Learn a combined piecing/appliqué method to create even, smooth curves; tackle circle in a square with a smooth binding around the edge; and study two methods to add a decorative flange to curves. Finish with a “no pins” curved piecing technique, curved edge foundation piecing and curved crazy quilt piecing. Students will create beautiful samples to bring home and turn into a wall hanging, pillow top, tote bag, or wearable. The instructor’s abundance of tips, techniques, and samples will help you conquer curved fabric pieces in your work.  Non-optional kit: $3 (instructional booklet, templates, patterns)
